VI.  STAGE AND DRESSING ROOM
DRESSING ROOM:

A minimum of one (1) clean dressing room must be available for Artist’s sole use.

Please provide tables and chairs for 8 people in a lockable or guarded room. 

TOWELS:

Six (6) clean face towels; in dressing room.

STAGE:

1) Promoter must indicate exact stage size here: _____________________________

2) Stage must be cleared of any excess equipment prior to Artists’ arrival.

3) If venue is outdoors, stage must be protected by sun, wind and rain.

ELECTRICAL NEEDS:

AC power distribution should be provided by the sound company, derived from the theater road switch, preferably an isolated transformer separate from the lighting system connections.  It must be of appropriate amperage to power the AC power for the performers as indicated on stage plot.  The distribution system must be properly grounded.

Four (4) four-way outlets are needed providing a secure 120 volts of three phase power with one being accessible, for each of four performers.

VII. FOOD AND DRINKS
UPON ARRIVAL PLEASE PROVIDE THE FOLLOWING: 

a. One (1) case Bottled Beer (Miller Lite or Mich Ultra preferred)

b. One (1) case Bottled Water

c. One (1) six pack of Guinness Beer

d. Tea and teapot, 4 tea bags of Throat Soothers tea or similar

DINNER CATERING:
The catering portion of this rider may be bought out at a cost of $12 per person ($12 *6 = $72)

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VIII. TECHNICAL REQUIREMENTS

***  Unless backline is to be provided by purchaser, Frontiers carries all mics and DI boxes as noted below. We will need 2 vocal mics for background vocals and all XLR cables. Please be aware that Frontiers carries a digital LS9 monitor board with in ear monitors. We WILL REQUIRE A SPLIT FROM THE STAGE BOX TO OUR MONITOR SYSTEM. WITHOUT SUCH SPLIT WE CANNOT PERFORM OUR SHOW. There are crucial elements to our monitor system that will make our performance impossible without it. ***
